The NYC Taxpayer Receipt can help budget experts and novices alike.  Here’s how it works: Visitors to the website can enter personal information about their local income taxes, property taxes and other fees into the receipt calculator.  Or they can choose from one of six income tax return scenarios.  A hypothetical tax obligation is then generated instantly.  You’ll see a breakdown by agency, showing how much and what percentage of your tax bill goes to support different City departments and costs.  As future budgets are made available, my office will continue to update this app with fresh information.
