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Data collection for air quality testing is complete and the equipment has been taken down.  Another consultant is in the process of evaluating odor. An extensive amount of air quality data has been collected and data processing is a time consuming effort.  A database management system converts the instantaneous readings into the time periods that relate to the standards/guidance values that are being used in the health-based assessment.  In addition, the data must go through a quality control procedure to ensure that the values recorded are accurate and not a result of equipment malfunction due to normal environmental conditions such as moisture. Each data anomaly is compared with field notes to assess the likely cause for any outlier data.  The data is then presented graphically in relation to the standards/guidance values.  The consultant anticipates that the first two weeks of data for PM2.5, PM10, CO and Silica will be distributed this week.  
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
