This will continue the installation of rumble strips in the roadway pavement. They are designed through 
noise and vibration to attract the attention of the motorist approaching the curve in the roadway and the 
need to reduce travel speeds accordingly.

This work includes repairs to bridge railings from motor vehicle damage.
