· Never quite sure what the difference is between the green, red and orange lines on the map? Look no further than the new 2011 Cycling Map Legend, with photos to show what kind of streets to expect and help you plan your ride.

· Not sure how long it will take to get from Astoria to Greenpoint? The new Travel Time estimator on the scale bar is there to help you out.

· Flat tire? Looking for a bike shop? The new grey and white gear icon attaches a number to every bike shop on the map; check the list on the Brooklyn/Queens side of the map for the name, phone number and address.

· Not sure where bicycle access is on the George Washington Bridge? Confused by the Queensboro? Updated bridge diagrams show you exactly how to get to and from your favorite bridges, and include clear information on street directions, staircases and places where you need to walk your bike.
