NEW BUSINESS

Following a discussion of the design of the subways entrances as presented by the MTA, a resolution was proposed:

WHEREAS the glass canopy design for the 2nd Avenue Subway entrances is large in scale and intrusive to the streetscape, and

WHEREAS the MTA has diminished the height of a subway entrance canopy on East 63rd Street, thereby acknowledging its intrusion on the adjacent building, and

WHEREAS this change signified that such a reduction is possible,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Community Board 8 strongly recommends that the overall height of each glass canopy be reduced to its minimum size as it relates to the overall scale of its entrance.

After a discussion of the Variable Message Signs placed by the Department of Transportation to alert drivers to the ongoing Second Avenue Subway construction, the following resolution was voted:

WHEREAS the Variable Message Signs deployed by the Department of Transportation regarding subway construction are overly large and intrusive, and


WHEREAS the same messages could be made smaller and less invasive,

THERFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Community Board 8 recommends that the Department of Transportation create unified permanent signage to notify the community about traffic changes that are smaller in size and more contextual with our community.
