Amy Pasciuccoa, Community Liaison, New York State Assembly member Jonathan Bing---

Assembly member Jonathan Bing supports the Manhattan Borough Board’s resolution preserving New York State rent regulation laws.

Caroline Winston, President, East Side Housing Coalition---

Highlighted the need to support the Borough Board’s resolution supporting NYS’s rent laws.

Also introduced and summarized The Real Rent Reform Campaign (R3): a coalition of tenant, community and labor groups lobbying to pass legislation that protects tenants and preserve affordable housing.  

There was extensive discussion about the Manhattan Borough Board’s resolution preserving New York State rent regulations laws.  The laws, which allow for the continued existence of rent regulation, expire or “sunset” periodically. When the laws are scheduled to sunset, the state legislature has to decide whether or not to extend them.  The rent regulation system protects tenants from the negative impacts of the severe housing shortage. The next sunset date is June 15, 2011.  Many attendees expressed sympathy for landlords who face inordinate cost and legislative constraints which severely restrict profits.
