The guest speakers were: Detective Joseph Garcia-NYPD Computer Crimes Division; David Szuchman-Bureau Chief, Cybercrime and Identity Theft Unit-New Your County District Attorney’s Office; and Jeffrey Welton-Civilian Cyber Sleuth.
