2.   Review of Ancillary Facility Architecture (See pages 72 – 122)
MTA chief architect Judy Kunoff reviewed the various ancillary facilities from E.96th Street to E. 63rd Street. Following a thoughtful discussion with suggestions made by members of the community regarding finishes and materials of the various structures, Ms. Kunoff encouraged the input and suggested that the suggestions be sent directly to her for her review and consideration. 

In the executive session that followed the public session, the committee members agreed that the Community Board would act as a conduit between the community and the MTA regarding suggestions and comments about the materials and finishes. It was decided that the Community Board office would send an e-mail to all concerned advising them of the correct procedure for having their voices heard by the MTA.

Also in the executive session it was suggested that future presentations by the MTA contractors could be shortened with much of the technical jargon omitted. And that most people present were most concerned about what was going on and above ground and less about the details of the subterranean work.
