Talisman evolved with our species, specifically with consciousness, 
and the resulting gift of imagination. Anyone anywhere can conjure 
up a talisman that has meaning for them personally. The Talisman 
who currently reside on Park Avenue draw on both anthropological 
and mythic references to the inhabitants of our City, ancestral and 
current. They are Urban Fireflies, lighting up the night. They sway 
with breezes and move with the wind, like jazz riffs that create a 
rhythm of their own. Inhabiting a Scared Grove, seasonally bare in 
early spring, then sheltered in a leafy dome as summer ripens, 
Talisman will continue to change during their residency on Park 
Avenue Mall. 

The Talisman are hung from trees planted in a temporary “grove” of 
various tree species, supported by a temporary wooden platform.







Manolo Paz
The Distance that Unites

On view April 2026 to September 2026

Manolo Paz will showcase ten sculptures on Park Avenue, marking a 
major international milestone for the artist. This exhibition is a tribute 
to Paz’s formative years living and working in New York and reflects 
his deep connection to the city. His work aims to transform inert 
matter into works of art, using both industrial materials like concrete 
and metal and natural elements like granite and wood.



Three Cathedrals

Cathedrals is crafted from quartzite and symbolically links the natural, timeless 
beauty of stone with New York’s towering skyscrapers, which have come to be 
regarded as the modern cathedrals of our era.

The exhibition will also include a red version of ‘Transparencies’, a piece that 
allows the surrounding cityscape to filter through it, creating a stunning visual 
interplay.

Further up Park Avenue will be three variations of Paz’s NASA series, in white, 
blue, and red, referencing the colors of the American flag. These intricate 
sculptures, designed as three-dimensional metal grids, echo the geometric 
patterns of New York City’s streets and buildings, further reinforcing the deep 
connection between the artist’s work and the urban landscape.
