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How It Works

Request driven
Community Board notification

Typically installed along the curb,
in the parking lane

Varying design types

Pedestrian space is permanent
once markings are installed on
asphalt (double white lines)




Benefits

* Transformation of parking
spaces for people

e Optimize visibility for cars,
bikes, and pedestrians

* Traffic calming

* Daylighting at corners
